Minister appoints new Challenger TAFE managing director.

Training Minister Peter Collier has announced the appointment of Ms Liz Harris as managing director of Challenger TAFE. 

 

Mr Collier said Ms Harris brought a wealth of experience to the role, gained over a 20-year career in vocational education and training and higher education in Western Australia and overseas. 

 

“Ms Harris was most recently acting managing director of Challenger TAFE and has a diverse range of experience, including working in vocational education and training in Japan, Sri Lanka and Fiji,” he said.

 

“She has lectured in and undertaken research on adult education and organisational learning and development at Murdoch University; worked as a national project director with the former national training authority; and held executive positions in the TAFE system.

 

“In the past year, she steered Challenger TAFE to achieve gold status under the Australian Quality Training Framework excellence criteria - one of only six TAFE colleges in Australia to do so.

 

“Earlier this year, she was one of the few Western Australians invited to attend the Australia 2020 Summit.”

 

Among other postgraduate qualifications, Ms Harris holds a Master of Education.
