Eligible Organisations

Applications will be accepted from the organisations listed below, however their proposal must involve the outbound mobility of Australian students undertaking a vocational education and training qualification (at the levels specified in the section below):
· All Australian Registered Training Organisations (public and private);

· Vocational Education and Training Sector peak bodies;

· State government agencies involved in education and training; and

· Not-for-profit organisations involved in education and training, including Industry Skills Councils.

Eligible Qualification Levels

Applications for the Program must be for projects that involve the outbound mobility of students undertaking courses leading to the award of a Certificate IV, Diploma, Advanced Diploma, Vocational Graduate Certificate or Vocational Graduate Diploma.

Eligible Geographic Area

As the Program is under the banner of the Endeavour Awards projects are restricted to countries within the Asia-Pacific and Middle East regions. For a full list of eligible countries please see the Program Guidelines.

Eligible Activities 

Funding is available for activity associated with projects designed to support the outbound mobility of Australian vocational education and training students. Eligible activities include, but are not limited to:

· Travel costs for students, administrators and trainers;

· Funding for staff replacement; and

· Outbound mobility program development.
Closing Date for Applications

Applications for the inaugural round of the Endeavour VET Outbound Mobility Program will close on 30 January 2009.
