Julie Zappa, Executive Director Central TAFE WA represented TDA on the Innovation and Business Skills Australia (IBSA) Education Sector Advisory Committee on Tuesday 21st October. 

The committee discussed the fitness for purpose of the Certificate IV in Training and Assessment (TAA04) and considered the issues raised by the discussion paper and the responses received from the informal consultation phase.  
Issues discussed included:
· the extent to which the evidence requirements in the delivery unit in TAA should be expanded or changed in any way;
· the role of the Environment units in the qualification;
· pathways to and out of the Certificate IV qualification; and

· the extent and role of other qualifications for VET professionals/practitioners

The committee supported the recommendation to the IBSA Board that a model qualification be developed, followed by a formal consultation process to refine the issues to produce a qualification that is acceptable.

Other items discussed at the meeting included:

· IBSA Strategic Plan & Continuous Improvement Plan;
· IBSA Escan and Productivity Places Program; and
· Proposals for future development of education qualifications.
